scrap steel to no more than 30%.

There is no way we can confirm which steel is useslr products as we use both on a regular basis.

Both the EAF and the BOF methods provide an enhandeenvironmental benefit. One is not
environmentally superior to the other, since they g both complementary parts of the total
interlocking infrastructure of steel making, product manufacture, scrap generation, and
recycling, as explained on the Steel Recycling Insites's website.
